JACKPOTS RULES, FUNDING & DEFINITIONS

PROGRESSIVE “BAD BEAT” JACKPOT

ACES FULL OF KINGS
N If your hand from the progressive jackpot is beaten
Q) by a better hand and meets all jackpot qualifications below,

HAMILTON you will receive:
Jai-Alai & Poker

50% to the losing hand
25% to the winning hand
25% to the winning table

PROGRESSIVE ROYAL FLUSH JACKPOT
A Royal Flush is defined as the Ten, Jack, Queen, King and Ace of the same suit. A
player whose hand contains a royal flush in any suit with at least two cards unique to
that players’ hand and meets all jackpot qualifications is eligible to win the jackpot.

JACKPOT QUALIFICATIONS

At least four players must be dealt into a hand.

There must be a sum of $10 (including any and all house and jackpot
rake) in the pot.

Both players must use both hole cards. Two of the Four of a Kind
must be hole cards.

The hand must go to showdown.

A player must adhere to all house rules for the duration of the hand
including, but not limited to, divulging the contents of his/her hand,
talking during the hand etc.

All jackpot hands must be verified by the house before the jackpot can
be paid. This includes number of burns, proper dealing techniques,
deck verification and deck count.

In the event that two jackpot hands occur at the same time, and only
one winner can be awarded, the player on the table with the largest
value of chips will be awarded the jackpot.

FUNDING OF JACKPOTS
Jackpots and awards are funded by a $1 jackpot drop when pot reaches $10 in
each live game, excluding rake. All money in jackpot will be awarded back to
players—No money goes to the house.
25% (50% to main 50% to back-up) of the jackpot drop goes toward the
Progressive “Bad Beat” jackpot, 25% goes to the Progressive Royal Flush
jackpot and 50% goes to the promotional jackpot fund for daily awards like High
Hand of the day.
The Progressive “Bad Beat” jackpot, the Progressive Royal Flush jackpot and
other promotional jackpots rules are posted in the card room and available at the
podium. Currently available jackpots and awards totals will be updated and
posted daily near the entrance or in the card room.
All jackpots promotions are only valid on tables that take a jackpot rake.
